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Alaska State Council on the Arts Awards Grants to 
Alaska Artists and Arts Organizations

The Alaska State Council on the Arts awarded over $528,000 in grants to Alaska artists and arts organizations in its first funding quarter of the year.

ASCA awarded $369,940 in Operating Support grants, $89,085 for Artists in Schools Round 1 grants, $43,750 in Community Arts Development grants, $7,794 in Career Opportunity grants, $6,800 in Workshop grants and $3,000 for Master Artist & Apprentice grants.

Three artists were added to the Statewide Teaching Artist roster: Kristin Link, Drew Michael and Adam Ottavi Schiesl. The Alaska Arts and Culture Foundation also awarded $1,000 for a Helen Walker Performing Arts Fund grant. 

The Alaska State Council on the Arts is funded by the Alaska State Legislature and the National Endowment for the Arts, with support for arts education grants from the Rasmuson Foundation. All grant funding is contingent on the State of Alaska’s appropriation.
